Bystander cardiopul-
monary  resuscitation
has a profound impact
on out-of-hospital car-
diac arrest survival. In
March 2008, the
American Heart Asso-
ciation (AHA) released
a science advisory
statement  endorsing
“Hands-Only” CPR for
the public. The SHARE
Program introduced its
Your Hands—Their
Heart program for
schools and businesses
last year. In addition to
school training, citizens
throughout the state
have learned the new
CPR technique through
public access televi-
sion, newspaper arti-
cles, and classes spon-
sored by fire depart-
ments, ambulance
companies, and other
groups. Bystander CPR
rates have steadily in-
creased in Arizona over
the last several yearsd
up from 37% in 2005
to 46% in 2008. Our
goal is to have a 50%
bystander CPR rate.
